ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH COMPENSATION FOR WESTON’S FULL-TIME MAINTENANCE TECHNICIAN; REPEAL PRIOR ORDINANCES; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF WESTON, OHIO, WOOD COUNTY:

	Section 1: The full-time Maintenance Technician, Eric Taylor, shall work 32-40 hours per week; be compensated at a hourly rate of $16.00/hour; receive a standard benefit package; and be considered full-time for the purposes of sick leave and vacation time.

Section 2: Ordinance 2016-9, and all other ordinances inconsistent herewith, are hereby repealed.

Section 3: This ordinance shall be retroactive to 10/23/2017.

Section 4: Council hereby finds and determines that all formal actions relative to the passage of this Ordinance were taken in an open meeting of the Council and that all deliberations of the Council and its committees, if any, which resulted in formal action, were taken in meetings open to the public, in full compliance with acceptable legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 5: This ordinance constitutes an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public welfare due to the need to provide continuing Village maintenance operations and services, and therefore, shall go into immediate effect.
